CHAPTER 2: FREEDOM
Ans.1 The book is an autobiography of Nelson Mandela.In this book he talks about his personal struggle against the apartheid regime in South Africa and about the resistance of people to the segregationist policies of the white regime.

CHAPTER 3: EQAULITY
Ans1. Some examples of inequalities around us in the society which are noticed are as given below:

1. There are slums existing side by side with luxury housings.

2. There are schools with world class facilities and air- conditioned classrooms along with schools in tents and old buildings which may lack even drinking water facilities or toilets.

Ans2. Natural inequalities are the result of the different characteristics and abilities with which people are born. Some are born black or white, some are born in a rich family while others are born in a poor family. Generally natural inequalities cannot be altered.

Ans3. (a) To provide adequate opportunities to all.

(b) Every individual should get equal opportunities to develop one’s own potential upto their best level.

Ans4. (a) Treating everyone in an identical manner implies the absence of any special privilege in favour of any individual and the equal subjection of all classes to the ordinary law.

(b) On the other hand, treating everyone as equals means equality of treatment in equal circumstances. It implies that there may be different treatment on different occasions for example – President and other leaders are granted special protection.

Ans5 (a) Affirmative action implies positive measures to minimize and eliminate entrenched forms of social inequalities.

(b) The objective of affirmative action is to correct the cumulative effect of past inequalities.

Ans6. Patriarchy is a social, economic and cultural system that values men more than women and gives men power over women. It is based on the assumption that men and women are different by nature and that this difference justifies their unequal position in society.

Ans7.(a) There is need for special & different treatment in certain cases because without that such people cannot compete for jobs or enjoy a successful professional and personal life. For example, the women who have joined service or are doing some other work require maternity leave and creches or other facilities. 

(b) The object for special or different treatment is to enable such persons to compete on equal term with others and to enjoy the same rights as others.

Ans8. Feminism is a political doctrine of equal rights for women and men. They believe that many inequalities in society between men and women are neither natural not necessary and can be altered. They show us that much of the inequality between men and women is produced by society and not by nature.

Ans9. With the advances made in medical science and technologies many natural disabilities can be removed easily. For eg, disabled people can function affectively in society with various types of aids. Computers can help blind people, wheel chairs, artificial lumbs can help the physically disabled persons. The famous physicist Stephen Hawking  could hardly move or speak but he has made major contribution to science.

Right are increasingly seen as guarantees that human beings themselves seek or arrive at in order to lead a minimally good life.

Ans5. According to Kant, every person has dignity and ought to be so treated by virtue of being a human being. A person may be uneducated poor or powerless. A person may even be dishonest or immoral. Yet he remains a human being and deserves to be given some minimum dignity.
